CARE & CLEANING

Routine dusting or vacuuming is encouraged. To add luster and longevity, rotate article periodically and avoid direct sunlight.
For spills, gently blot area with cloth or sponge without applying force. If needed, dampen cloth or sponge with warm water.
Do not use a hair dryer. Do not use saddle soap, solvents, oils, polishes, varnishes, detergents, bleach or ammonia.
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
